The second sentence of the second paragraph of Rule G-825 is hereby corrected

to read as follows:

“#Switch must not be thrown by hand when wheels are

standing on any part of the switch points, nor before the points have com~
pleted their full movement after being trailed through.’*
Where cars are left on any track, a sufficient number of hand brakes must
be set to keep the cars from moving; where hand brakes are not sufficient to
hold them, the wheels must aiso be blocked.

In Automatic Block System territory and at other points where electric switch

protection signals are used, when due to ice or other unusual conditions,
extraordinary efifort has been exerted to operate hand throw switches, the
electrical connections may have been damaged to the extent that signais do
not function properly and thereby create a hazardous condition. Prompt
action must be taken under such conditions to guard against accident. See
Rule F and 101(a).

Rule G-718 of our Special Rules is hereby cancelled and the following is sub-

stituted therefor:

s““Employes injured in an accident or employes, whether on duty or not,
who witness an accident in which a person is injured or killed, may fur-
nish voluntarily information to a person in interest as to the facts incident
to the injury or death of any employe, but must not furnish information
to anyone or as testimony in Court which in substance shail contradict t!le
information furnished by such employes to the representatives of the Rail-
road Company; provided, however, that nothing herein contained shall

be construed to vold any contract, rule or regulation with respect to any
information contained in the files of the Railroad Company or other privi=
feged or confidential reports. Such contradictory information invites
needless and expensive litigation, preciuding the possibility of effecting
amicable settlement with mutual respect and good will. Any violation
of this rule shall be deemed sufficient cause for dismissal.

A1l persons seeking information regarding an accident should be referred
to the General Adjuster and ““Employes are forbidden to solicit any claim
against the Railroad Company for attorneys or others.”
