1. When these trains consist entirely of Zephyr type lightweight equipment
and are handled by S-4, S-4-A or Diesel engines they will be governed by the foi-
lowing speed restrictions.

2. When these trains have any standard equipment or when they are handled

by O-5-A engines they will be governed by the following speed restrictions except
must not exceed maximum speed of 80 miles an hour and must reduce speed 10

Where speed restrictions are required on
curves within that zone the banjo type signal with refiex letter “C’” and numerals

thereon will indicate maximum speed permissible for that particular curve.

1. Between Aurora and Savanna Tower, Second Class and Extra Trains must

clear the time of Nos. 21, 22, 23 and 24 not less than 10 minutes.

Where manual block system rules are in effect as Indicated In foot notes,
light engines, mail and express trains will be handled the same as passenger
trains.

Freight tralns carrying passengers or carctakers will be handled the same as
passenger trains, except in automatic signal territory, or where otherwise stated
in footnotes, or on sub-divisions where Rule 907 is in effect. Conductors will
advise dispatcher when no passengers or caretakers on their train.

Under Rule 93, trains handling occupled company service cars, or carrying
caretakers, must be protected as prescribed by Rule 99.

Where Rules D-251, D~262 and D-254 are in effect, freight trains stopped by
train order signal at stations where sldings are located on or near schedule of first
class trains will clear the main track at once unless otherwise advised by signal-
man. Conductors must advise promptly when clear of main track and receive
permission from signalman before he can again occupy main track.

Rule 374 in Book of Rules Operating Department is modified to read as
follows: *““When a train is passed by a passenger train at a non=communicating
station, except in automatic block signal territory, the train passed must wait
ten minutes and then proceed at restricted speed to the next available point of
communication.’’

A train authorized by train order to move against the current of traffic must
approach all interlocking at restricted speed.

Telephones connected direct with nearest interlocking tower for communi=-
cating with leverman, are Jocated in boxes on leg of Signal Bridge where *‘Stop”’
signals are located.

2. USE OF TRACK. Between Chicago Union Station and Roosevelt Road
the movement of trains will be governaed by rules of the Chicago Unlon Station
Company.

Cross~over
movements at other stations will be authorized by train order Form D-R and a
copy of ordor will be delivered to train at end of reverse movement uniess move~
ment is controlled by signal indication.

Between South River St., Aurora and Wataga Tower, where Rules D-251 to
D-264, incluslve, are in effect, except between MS and IC Towers, Mendota, the
following instructions wiil govern movement of trains both with and against the
current of traffic in case signals located at cross-over points cannot be cleared.

Operators must first make inspection of switches within limits of cross-over
signals and determine If possible cause for inability to clear proper signal. They
will then report to Dispatcher stating that they have made an inspection of
switches and their finding. The Dispatcher may then instruct Operator to
advance the train and Operator will deliver to the train as required by Rules
D-262 and D-263 the following form of train order:

#Proceed on track complying with Rule 509-B.’"

Before Issuing this order Dispatchsr must know the track upon which train
is to be movaed has been cleared of opposing trains. This order must be issued
at the point where signals are affected. This does not relieve operators of proper
operation and use of the check lock system.
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Between Wataga Tower and Bishop there are two main tracks, and between
Bishop and Galesburg three main tracks.

No. 1 is a westward track.

No. 2 is an eastward and westward track.

On tracks 1 and 3, Rules D-251, D-252 and D-254 in effect.

On track 2 movement of trains, in either direction, will be governed by signal

In Centralized traffic control territory signals will govern the use of blocks
and movement over controlled switches, and, 1 otherwise provided, their
indications supersede time table superlority and take the place of train orders.
They do not dispense with the use or observance of other signajs whenever and
wherever they may be required.

When a train is stopped by a stop signal It must stay until authorized to
proceed. Or, In case of fallure of means of communlication, it may proceed when
preceded by a flagman to the next point of communication or signal displaying a
proceed indicatlon.

When the signal does not clear and It Is possible to communicate with the
signalman, and the dispatcher Is advised by the signalman that there is no oppos~
ing train in the block, Instructions will be issued *Proceed complying with
Rule 509-B."

The maln track and controlled sldings must not be entered or fouled un-
less the move Is authorized by signal Indication or by permission from the
dispatcher.

3. Where signals protecting switches operated by remote contro!l are in
stop position, train or enginemen will promptiy communicate with operator, and
when so instructed may proceed by stop signal, first examining switches and
derails in route designated, assuring themselves that they are in proper position.

4. RECALL SIGNALS.
recall signals will govern:

In three and four track territory the following

No. 1 from west 1 short, 4 long No. 1 from east 1 short, 5 long

No. 2 from west 2 short, 4 long No. 2 from east 2 short, 5 fong

No. 3 from west 4 long, 1 short No. 3 from east 5 long, 1 short

No. 4 from west 4 long, 2 short No. 4 from east 5 long, 2 short

5. Spring Switches are designated by a round target bearing the letter *S”’.
Facing point movements over spring switches are protected by automatic home
block signal. When signal indlcates “Stop,’* trains may proceed on hand signal
after switch has been examined and points found to fit properly. Trains trailing
through switch may do so without opening or closing it. When sand or snow is
blowing the switch points must be cleared before trailing move is made through
switch. When trailing through switch and train is stopped before movement is
complete, backward movement must not be made until switch is set and secured
In proper position. When switch is opened by hand it must be closed by hand.
Sand must not be used over spring switches. Drop switch will not be made over
spring switches unless specifically authorized.

Footnotes under appropriate subdivision will carry reference to location of
spring switches.

“No spring switches on Aurora Division.”

6. When under Rule 951 operators are Instructed to handle switches for a
train they must be available Immedlately to do so. They will maintain a position
where they may be seen by the conductor and will advise him of thelr intention
to handle switches for his train. After so advising the conductor, the operator
will be responsible for the return of switches to normal position after train has
passed.

7. When a train Is to be advanced as prescribed by Rule 925, the engineman
will, In ack led t of the si ] d two long blasts of the whistle, as
provided In Rule 14 (b).

8. Train orders addressed to motor trains handling trailer, and two car
branch line steam passenger trains handling blind end baggage cars must be
delivered by Operator to Baggageman In addition to Conductor and Engineman.

9. When occupied outfit cars are set out of a train at a station, or on a track
between stations; or when moved from one track to another at a station, the Con-
ductor must notify the Chief Dispatcher, from the first avallable point of com-
munication, glving information as to the track on which the occupied outfit cars
were left.

10. Derricks, steam shovels, ditchers, draglines, rail loaders, and other
similar equipment loaded on fiat or other open-top cars with booms cennected
and handled in freight or mixed trains must have booms tralling and securely
f; d. Cars loaded with such equipment, when picked up at intermediate
stations or junctions and not properly turned, must be turned at first point where
facilities are available to effect trailing position of booms.

When this equipment is moving In freight or mixed trains upon its own
wheels, the boom must be di ted and loaded so as to be entirely free of
swinging features. Steam wrecking derricks and bridge derricks, having specially
designed idler cars, are excepted from requirements of this rule.

11. Under Rule 103, when cars are pushed by an engine over public crossings
at grade, not protected by a watchman or gates, a member of the crew must
protect the crossing, unless the move is made under Rule 1012,

12. TRAIN ORDER SIGNALS. At Eola there are two eastward train order
signals located on bracket poles. Outside signal as seen from approaching
eastward trains governs trains on track 3. Inside signal governs trains on tracks
1 and 2.
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13. Freight trains have no ciass or Time Table authority and will not dis-
play classification signals between La Vergne and Galesburg; except Savanna
Line trains.

14. C. R. l. & P. crossings at Ottawa and west of Peru are protected by
automatic interlocking signals.

Normal indication of home signal is stop. Distantsignal indicates restricted
speed. When a train is stopped by home signal and no cenfiicting train move-~
ment is evident a trainman shali proceed to the crossing and operate reiease

marked C. B. & Q. located at crossing.

After time interval has elapsed, signal will clear automatically. In case the
operation of the release does not ciear the signal, train may proceed over crossing

under protection.

15. In Chicago no cars or engines must be allowed to biock any street longer
than 5 minutes. Enginemen will keep cylinder cocks closed and ring the bell
when engines are in motion in city. Enginemen must not sound whistle except
in cases of emergency nor allow engines to blow off steam while passing under

viaduets. (City Ordinances.)

16. Eastward trains and engines enroute to the Stock Yards or Western
Avenue Yard, must stop to clear the wye switch at Rockweli Street and be
governed by signal to proceed by the Switchtender located on the ground near
Rockwell Street, with yellow flag by day, yeilow light by night.

Westward trains and engines enroute from the Stock Yards or out of Western
Avenue Yard, must stop to clear junction switch located just east of Rockwell
Street and be governed by signal to proceed given by the Switchtender located on
ground near Rockwell Street, with yellow flag by day, yellow light by night.

Trains and engines must not exceed 12 miles an hour over approaches and
bridge 3.99-A, located just east of Rockwell Street (Rockwell Street-West Lumber
Connection Bridge).

17. Before proceeding over drawbridge 24.83 over lllinois River at La Salle
or drawbridge 81.45 over liiinois River at Ottawa, all trains, engines or motor cars
must come to a full stop and then be governed by yellow hand signals from the
bridge tender.

Between the hours of 9:01 P. M. and 4:15 A. M. the drawbridges wili be in
open position.

18. Conductors must report by wire, storms or conditions that may render
track unsafe and will tie up their trains when in their judgment it is unsafe to
proceed.

19. Rule 914 in Bock of Rules of Operating Department is modified to read
4,000 feet instead of 3,000 feet.

20. Grade]signals changed {from the aspects and instructions shown on
pages 88 and 89 of Rules of the Operating Department by replacing the yellow

roundels in semaphores with red roundels, the blades red and white Iinstead
of yeliow and black, and in color light signals one yellow roundel changed to
red. Trains may pass grade signal displaying restrictive indication at ten miles
an hour instead of five, and be governed by Rule 509-A or 509-B.

2i. When two or more engines are used on any train, the brakes must be
operated from the leading engine; all other brake valves must be cut out. If the
leading engine is detached enroute, for any reason, a test as outiined beiow must
be made after the engine is recoupled.

The train must be recharged, then the train brakes must be applied and re-
leased; a trainman at the rear of the train will see that the brakes apply and re-
iease on the rear cars and that the brake-pipe pressure is being restored on the
caboose ' gauge before giving a proceed signal.

In case the following engine or engines are coupled immediately behind the
first engine, the engineman on the first engine must assure himself that the
brake valves on the following engine, or engines, are properly cut out before pro-

ceeding.
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
