Where the movement is from a lower to a higher speed zone, the zone sign
is located at point where speed may be increased. Where movement is from a
higher to a lower speed zone, the zone sign is located approximately 4000 feet from
the point where the lower speed becomes effective.

Where speed restrictions are required on curves within a zone, a sign with
amber reflex diagonal bar and numerals thereon, located approximately 4000 feet
from point of curve, wiil indicate maximum speed permissible for that particular
curve, after which zone speed may be resumed.

When using drawbridges, railroad crossings or moving thru towns or citles
where speed is governed by ordinance, must not d speed desi ted for other
passenger trains unless otherwise specified.
